1 skein of 4-ply (fine) cotton yarn in brown

Some 4-ply (fine) cotton yarn in black

| used Durable Coral Pale Pink 2192, Hazelnut 2218 and Black 325

1 skein of DK yarn in white

1 skein of DK yarn in cream/gold

| used Durable Glam lvory 326 and Cream 2172
Crochet hook 2,5mm (US C/2 UK 12)

Piece of cardboard/plastic to reinforce the bottom
Fiberfill

Scissors

Stitch markers

Tapestry needle

MR = Magic ring

Sc = Single Crochet

Sl. St. = Slip Stitch

Ch = chain

TC = Turning Chain
Dec. = Decrease

Inc. = Increase

BLO = Back Loops Only
FLO = Front Loops Only



With Glam lvory.
Stuff the body firmly while crocheting.

6sc in MR (6)

6x (Inc.) (12)

6x (1sc, inc.) (18)

6x (1sc, inc., 1sc) (24)

6x (3sc, inc.) (30)

In this row add a round piece of cardboard or sturdy plastic,
measuring approximately the size of the opening.
6. In BLO 30sc in each stitch around (30)
7.-8. 30sc in each stitch around (30)

9. 3x (8sc, dec.) (27)

10.-11. 27sc in each stitch around (27)
12. 3x (7sc, dec.) (24)

13.-14. 24sc in each stitch around (24)
15. 3x (6sc, dec.) (21)

16. 21sc in each stitch around (21)

17. 3x (5sc, dec.) (18)

18. 18sc in each stitch around (18)

19. 3x (4sc, dec.) (15)

20. 15sc in each stitch around (15)
Change color to Pale Pink

21. in BLO 3x (3sc, dec.) (12)

22. 6x (dec.) (6)

23. 6x (inc.) (12)

24. 6x (1sc, inc.) (18)

25. 6x (1sc, inc., 1sc) (24)

26. 6x (3sc, inc.) (30)

27.-32. 30sc in each stitch around (30)
33. 6x (3sc, dec.) (24)

34. 6x (1sc, dec., 1sc) (18)

35. 6x (1sc, dec.) (12)

36. 6x (dec.) (6)

Close the ring, fasten off and weave in ends.
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Embroider with skin color a nose at round 27.
Embroider with Black eyes at round 28.



Hold Emily with her head towards you.

*Work with Glam lvory in the FLO of round 6 as follows: ch2, 3HDC
in each stitch. Repeat this until the end of the round, 1sl st in 2nd
ch. Fasten off and weave in ends.

*Work in the FLO of round 21 as follows: 15sc in each stitch
around, 1 sl st in the 1st stitch.

Fasten off and weave in ends.

With skin color
Don’t stuff the arms.

1. 6sc in MR (6)

2.-8. 6sc in each stitch around (6)

Change color to Glam lvory

9. 6sc in each stitch around (6)

10. In the BLO 6sc in each stitch around (6)

11. 6sc in each stitch around (6)

Fold in half and close with 3sc.

Fasten off, leaving a long tail to sew the arms to the body. Do this
after the sleeves have been made.

Sew the hands together.

Hold the arm with the top towards you.
Work with Glam lvory in the FLO of round 10 as follows:

1. 6sc (6)

2. 6x (Inc.) (12)

3. 6x (1sc, inc.) (18)

4.-7. 18sc in each stitch around (18)
Fasten off and weave in ends.




With brown

6sc in MR (6)

6x (Inc.) (12)

6x (1sc, Inc.) (18)

6x (1sc, Inc., 1sc) (24)

6x (3sc, Inc.) (30)

6.-11. 30sc in each stitch around (30)

Do not fasten off.

Ch38, in 3 ch from the hook 1hdc, 35hdc (36), 1sl.st in
hext stitch.

Fasten off and weave in ends leaving a long tail to sew
the hair to the head.

Wrap the chain around the head. Secure to the head with
a few stitches.

Fasten off and weave in ends. Embroider a thread of Glam
cream around the chain. Fasten off and weave in ends.
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With Glam Cream

1. 6sc in MR (6)

2. 6x (Inc.) (12)

3. 6x (1sc, inc.) (18)

4. 6x (1sc, inc., 1sc) (24)
Fold and close with 12sc.
Do not fasten off.

1. Cche6, in 3™ ch: 1hdc, 3hdc (4), 1sl st in next stitch
2. Ch2, turn. Now work back on the stitches of round 1: 4hdc, ch4,
turn



3. In the 3" ch from the hook 1lhdc, 1hdc, 4hdc (6), 1sl st in next
stitch

4. Ch2, turn, 6hdc, ch4, turn

5. In the 3™ ch from the hook 1hdc, 1hdc, 6hdc (8), 1sl st in next
stitch, 4 sl st

6. Ch10, in the 3™ ch from the hook 1hdc, 7hdc (8), 1sl st in next
stitch

7. Ch2, turn. 6hdc, ch2, turn

8. 6hdc (6), 1sl st in next stitch

9. Ch2, turn. 4hdc (4), ch2, turn

10.4hdc (4), 1sl st in the next stitch

Fasten off and weave in ends.

Attach the wings to the back.
